The FACE Initiative is a free empowerment programme
designed to identify, nurture, and develop young creative
talents in the film and media related subsection of the larger
entertainment industry. This edition of the initiative, put
together by Room7 Studioz for the Akwa Ibom State region,
aimed to equip 200 selected participants with practical skills
in filmmaking and related creative disciplines through a
structured training programme, culminating in project
execution, a public showcase and startup grants award.

This edition produced 7 grantees who were each
empowered with grants of five hundred thousand naira
(#500,000.00), one month mentorship and one month
internship at the state government media house (a package
that came with a monthly stipend).

The FACE Initiative received an overwhelming
response with 385 applications submitted from
across the Uyo LGA. After a rigorous screening and
selection process, 200 participants were chosen
based on merit, creativity, and potential. 



The official opening ceremony of the
FACE Initiative (Uyo Cohort 1) took
place on 22nd June 2025, at Amunice
event center and was a significant
milestone in the project timeline. The
event was honoured by the presence
of several dignitaries including the
Senior Special Assistant to the Akwa
Ibom State Government on Research
and Documentation, in person of Dr.
